As you already know, Suffolk Community Foundation will be managing this considerable pot of money
over the next 10 years. It will be directed into projects across East Suffolk, and grants will be
considered for schemes, measures, and projects that promote the economic, social, or environmental
wellbeing of communities most impacted by the construction of Sizewell C, and which enhance quality
of life in the area.

The panel will be supported by Karen Moy who leads our grant making team, Sarah Mortimer, recently
appointed as our dedicated Sizewell C Community Fund Project Manager and myself.

The next steps will see the panel finalise the grants criteria and put an equitable and accessible
application process in place to make it as easy as possible for groups to bid for money. We will then
publicise the criteria and application process on our website — at www.suffolkcf.org.uk/the-sizewell-c-
community-fund/ — and begin inviting bids for funding. We hope to start awarding money in the late
summer and autumn.

We will keep you informed as this project progresses and look forward to starting to publicise the first
grant awards later this year.
